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ROUGH WALYUNGA BOULDERING GUIDE
Intro
This guide is in no way exhaustive or meant to stand alone. | have tried to gather info from as many sources as have it and put in all into
one guide. If you have info that can be added then please let me know and | can update the guide. First ascents (FA), where they have
been designated, go on my limited knowledge. Again, if you have info that is more accurate than please let us know. The grading is iffy at
best as most climbs have had few repeats. If you feel they need adjustment | would be keen to hear from you. | hope you find this of use.
The bouldering
Plenty of rock to explore. Documentation is on its early stages. Everything from typical thin granite bouldering, highball, some cracks and
unusual features. Climbing ranges from V0-10ish. All projects are in green.
Area overview
Most of the climbing is on either side of a ravine that runs down to the valley floor. Beware it is quite steep! Just a tip, make sure you
leave enough in the tank for the hike out! There is plenty around to explore. Some climbs are marked with arrows
Weather and timing
The Perth hills in summer are a place for the desperate! That said early mornings and late afternoons can be quite bearable... just watch
out for the bush flies (to the uninformed they are large and they hurt!) and ticks (there are a few areas where kangaroos lay around) from
October to March. Winter is the best. The rock is cold and so is the air! The views with everything all green are pleasant too!
Access
No problem! However it is a national park so please be respectful of this. It does see frequent visitors so remember your manners! Oh,
and clean up your mess, both on and around the rock! Climbing is dangerous. Climb at your own risk and all that.
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Directions

UpToodyayr d from Roe hwy. turn | eft onto O6brien rd. About 10 minutes
head down and to the left when looking out over the valley. Climbing area is in a wide ravine that runs down to the river.

From the car park head down the steps and small path. After about 50m you will find a walking track, turn left here (heading down hill).

After 100m you will see an orange walking track triangle on a post on the right. The track goes to the left but straight ahead is a faint track

through the bush. Follow this track for 300m to the top of ravine. As you reach it you will see a whole pile of rocks on the left side looking

down the ravine.

All problems are listed from top to bottom of the ravine, starting on the left side.
